MRP Requirement to Characterize Stormwater Pump Stations
Provision C.2.d

What Municipal Regional Stormwater Permit (MRP) Requires: “Complete an inventory of pump stations within each Permittee’s jurisdiction, including locations, and key characteristics by March 1, 2010.” [Provision C.2.d.ii.(1)] A long list of key characteristics is provided in a footnote on page 12 of the MRP.
Background: The Countywide Program worked with the cities and flood control district in 2007 to complete an inventory that contains much, but not all, of the MRP required data.  Some agencies did not submit all of the information requested as part of the 2007 survey. The following table compares the types of stormwater pump station data that were collected in 2007 and the data required by the MRP.

Task: By March 1, 2010 each municipality who operates a stormwater pump station should check that the information submitted in 2007 is accurate and complete, make any needed changes, and add the following new data:
1. Latitude and longitude of each pump station using WGS 84, if this was not done in 2007.
2. Average wet season discharge rate in gpm. The permit defines the wet season as including October through April. Use an appropriate method to calculate the average wet season discharge rate. 
3. Nearest municipal wastewater treatment plant.
A worksheet called “2010 Survey” was added to the “2007 Survey” workbook so that there is room to input the new data. This workbook will be put on the members’ password protected portion of the website for downloading by municipal staff http://www.flowstobay.org/log-in.php?page=/ms_password_protected.php. 
EOA will also email a copy of the workbook to whoever provided information for the 2007 pump station survey.
