Other Information/Announcements:
· WAM assists municipalities comply with requirements related to water quality monitoring (MRP Provision C.8) and certain Pollutants of Concern (POC)(MRP Provisions C.11/12/14).  Lucy Buchan of EOA to assist with monitoring and represent Countywide Program during monitoring activities of  BASMAA Monitoring and POC Committee (MPC).  Jon Konnan to continue with POC activities.  Cynthia Royer is alternate for both monitoring and POC to BASMAA MPC.  Any municipal staff who would like to participate in these activities are welcome and should contact Matt Fabry or Jon Konnan.
· Ocean Plan Amendment - includes onerous monitoring requirements - see CASQA Newflash and "Next Steps" below.
· Three POC projects in San Carlos (all in Pulgas Creek Pump Station drainage, a PCBs hot spot), funded mostly by $7M BASMAA EPA grant-funded project called "Clean Watersheds for a Clean Bay."
1. Identifying PCB and mercury source properties within pilot watersheds and referring these properties to regulatory agencies for cleanup and abatement.  Entails records review, driving/walking survey, facility inspections, and sediment/soil sampling.

2. Street flushing with recycled water and routing the wash water to sanitary sewer (SBSA) - proposed as both a municipal O&M enhancement project and pilot project to assess the feasibility of diverting urban runoff to sanitary sewers for treatment at local POTWs.
3. Bransten Rd. Green Street project - proposed as both a green street and PCB treatment retrofit.
· Water Quality Monitoring - see Lucy Buchan's presentation that reviews all of MRP C.8.
· Countywide Program Web Site - ran out of time but at next meeting will discuss improvements to pages related to WAM component.
